ADA /  HANDICAP SHOWER AND BAR 
 
D ESCRI PTI O N  
Speakman ADA handicap shower system includes hand held shower (VS-10 0 -PC), 5’ stainless steel hose w ith 
built  in vacuum breaker, shower arm bracket , and  24” grab/  slide bar assembly (VS-153-ADA). Connects t o 
standard show er arm. Show er arm flange (10 -0 219-PC-P) and 8” show er arm (42-0 0 29-PC) for VS-2954 
model only. Chrome handheld show er puts out  2.5 GPM/ 9.46 LPM to meet  ANSI A112.18.1 Standard . ADA 
Compliant .

I n s t a l l a t i o n  
For VS-2954 model only. Slip  the wall f lange onto the show er arm. Apply thread seal tape clockw ise onto the 
male threads and screw  arm into supply p ip ing behind wall. W rench t ighten. Slip  wall f lange to wall. Check 
for leaks. 
Remove ( turn counterclockw ise) your exist ing show erhead from the shower arm. Clean the show er arm 
threads of any debris and w rap thread seal tape in the clockw ise d irect ion around threads. Assemble show er 
arm bracket  t o the show er arm. Hand t ighten f irm ly. Assemble the 5’ hose to the bot t om of the show er arm 
bracket . Hand t ighten f irm ly. Then at tach the other end of the hose to the hand held show er. Make sure the 
hose to hand held connect ion seals on the O-ring  at  the bot tom of the hand held to p revent  leaks. W hen 
installing the bar, the locat ion is opt ional but  lim ited to the length of the hose. For installat ion of the grab/  
slide bar, hold the bar against  the wall in the chosen locat ion. Using a pencil, mark the d rill hole posit ions (4 in 
total)  for the low er and upper mount ing brackets. If using as a grab bar, be sure to fasten securely to a wall 
stud. (Note: upper mount ing bracket  height  is adjustable)  To mount  the b rackets, use a No. 10  (0 .1935 
inches/ 5.5mm) masonry drill b it  to make a hole approximately 1-3/ 8 inches (35 mm) deep. Push the p last ic 
anchors (4 in total)  into the drilled holes, unless your mount ing to wall studs, w here anchors can be omit ted. 
(Note: p last ic anchors may not  be suitab le for all t ypes of wall const ruct ion, seek professional help if in 
doubt )  Fix upper mount ing bracket  and then the low er mount ing bracket  to the wall using four (4)  screws 
provided. Push the bracket  covers over the mount ing brackets while paying close at tent ion to cover 
orientat ion for proper p lacement . 
 
O PERA TI O N  
To operate the handheld  shower, push the pause but ton to one side to b ring the f low  down to a t rickle, then 
simply push it  t o the other side t o turn the flow  back on full force. 
 
M A IN TEN A N CE 
The finish of your SPEA KMAN VERSATILE® hand held show er and all the other components can be cleaned 
by using m ild  soap and warm water. Dry immediately w ith a soft , clean cloth for best  results. The f low  cont rol 
device lim its water f low  to 2.5 gallons per minute, and is in the base of the handheld. The small orif ice in the 
f low  regulator, result ing in low er f low  and a w eaker performance, may become clogged. To clean the f low  
regulator, simply remove the hose from the hand shower and clean as necessary. 
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
